To seeif theTown will vote to authornze the Tax Collector to chargeinterest on unpad
taxes beginning 60 days after each indallment duedae at arate of 9.5% per annum (Current State law
sets 11% as the maximum interest rate allowed 36 M.R.S.A., Section5044.)

Article19.  To seeif theTown, in accordance with 36 M.R.S.A., Section 506-A, will vote tha a
taxpayer who pays an amountin excess of tha findly assessed may berepad theamountof overpayment
plusinterest fromthe dae of the overpayment at the annud rate of 5%.
