
RECYCLING REMINDERS 
 

PLEASE separate your CLEAN (no trace of original content) and DRY materials 
according to the following categories: 

 

 NON-CORRUGATED PAPER:  cereal & shoe boxes, junk mail, colored paper, cards, 
calendars  

 

 WHITE OFFICE PAPER: computer paper, envelopes w/out windows 
 

 NEWSPRINT: newspapers, magazines and soft covered books (covers removed) 
 

 # 1 PLASTIC: salad dressing, peanut butter, some cooking oil, some shampoo bottles 
 

 # 2 NATURAL PLASTIC: milk and water jugs, vinegar, windshield wash bottles 
 

 # 2 COLORED PLASTIC: detergent and bleach containers (bottles only please) 
 

 CORRUGATED (CARDBOARD): boxes, feed bags, brown paper bags, bulk food bags 
 

 GLASS: clear, green, brown - NOT BROKEN PLEASE! (no drinking glasses) 
 

 TIN: food cans, paper labels are okay, both ends open and crushed flat is a help! 
 

 ALUMINUM: food and beverage containers, some cat food cans 
 

 BATTERIES: rechargeable, alkaline, button cells and auto batteries, cell phones (all types) 
 

 INK AND TONER PRINTER CARTRIDGES

WE CANNOT ACCEPT THE FOLLOWING ITEMS: Clam shell type containers, plastic egg 
cartons, #2 plastic tubs (examples include margarine, sour cream, cottage cheese, microwave foods and 
prepared salad containers) #3, #4, #5, #6, #7 plastics; motor oil and antifreeze containers; waxed paper cartons 
(such as milk, juice and ice cream containers); other paper products such as tissues, paper towels, napkins, 
carbon paper, and plastic lined pet/livestock feed bags; construction debris, waste oil, gasoline, pesticides, 
appliances, scrap iron, paint cans and furniture.

• Trash costs $1.25 per bag or barrel to drop off at the transfer station.  
Stickers and punch cards are available at the transfer station and the town 
office. 

 

• Demolition/ Roll-off is held one weekend in the summer. 
 

• Scrap metal is accepted from May 1-August 31 during regular hours. 
 

• Attendants are Jack Hills and Charles Bragdon. 
 

• Please remember to clean and sort your recyclables according to the 
categories on the back. 

 

 
Montville residents may take UNIVERSAL HAZARDOUS WASTE, MIXED E-WASTE, and 
RECYCLABLES to the Unity Area Regional Recycling Center at 95 Leonard Road in 
Thorndike (568-3117). 
 

UNIVERSAL HAZARDOUS WASTE includes TVs, computer monitors, computers, all mercury containing 
devices (such as fluorescent lamps, thermometers, thermostats and certain automotive switches). Mercury 
is a heavy metal that is poisonous to humans and animals; please use caution when handling these items! 
Mercury and other heavy metals can easily find their way into our water table without proper handling and 
disposal. We also accept lead acid automotive type batteries. It is best to turn in your old battery when 
purchasing a new one.  
 
MIXED E-WASTE includes printers, keyboards, fax and copy machines, microwave ovens, stereos, 
portable radios, telephones, etc. (no toasters please).  
 
Montville residents may use the Unity Area Regional Recycling Center at no extra cost.
